Application Manual

Elevation

The elevation is the distance of a compressor above mean sea level. Elevation affects atmospheric pressure and
therefore absolute pressure. This becomes important in the performance calculations in the Ariel Performance
Software. Elevation can change the inlet pressure conversion from gauge to absolute by anywhere up to 30%,
greatly affecting flow and power calculations. This is especially true with lower suction pressures and higher

elevations.
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
